Reading	
Reading	is	the	foundation	for	almost	all	other	subjects.		Our	Pre-K	students	will	learn	to	
recognize	their	letters	and	letter	sounds.		Many	of	our	Pre-K	students	will	be	reading	one-vowel	
words	by	the	end	of	Pre-K!		For	those	Pre-K	students	who	are	already	advanced	in	their	reading	
skills,	we	have	achievement	level	reading	groups	to	meet	the	needs	of	all	of	our	readers.	
	
	
	
Math	
Students	will	learn	mathematical	reasoning	skills	and	number	sense	through	fun	activities	like	
sorting	and	identifying	patterns.		They	will	learn	to	identify	and	write	numbers	up	to	10.		They	
will	also	learn	about	money,	basic	addition	and	subtraction	reasoning,	and	linear	patterns.		For	
those	Pre-K	students	who	are	more	advanced	in	their	math	skills,	we	have	achievement	level	
math	groups	to	meet	the	needs	of	all	of	our	students.	



	
Writing	
At	American	Prep,	we	teach	cursive	writing	as	a	student’s	first	written	language.		Students	in	
Pre-K	will	develop	the	fine	motor	skills	and	strokes	used	in	cursive	writing.	
	
Science	
American	Prep	Pre-K	students	will	explore	the	scientific	reasoning	cycle	through	the	living	world	
of	humans,	plants	and	animals.		Our	science	curriculum	will	focus	on	many	interesting	topics	
that	will	help	our	students	learn	to	love	science!	
	
Art
